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A directed graph D is arc-traceable if every arc is on some hamiltonian path of D. A di-
rected graph is a local tournament if it has girth at least three and the in-neighborhood and
out-neighborhood of every vertex induces a tournament (i.e. an oriented complete graph). In this
talk we characterize arc-traceable local tournaments.
